1. What is your relationship with the CGMI Learning for Living project?

· Clackmannanshire Council

2. What type of experience has working with CGMI been?

· A good organisation to interact with the people in the community

· A very positive connection.  Things get done if appropriate and promised.

· Made me much more aware of the level of activities being carried out in my local area and given me the information to be able to advise neighbours of the works being carried out by volunteer groups.  In some cases, neighbours were of the opinion that the work was being by council employees.

· Got me into nature, helped me feel useful

· CGMI have given local people an opportunity to be consulted and involved.

3. In your opinion has CGMI Learning for Living produced a tangible outcome for

· The green map is moving forward

· Although they have worked with various groups on specific projects and this has proved a successful method, not sure if the wider community can see any tangible outcome.

· With council budgets being continually squeezed and especially in a council area as small a Clackmannanshire, works such as that carried out by CGMI volunteers would not be undertaken, or else would be undertaken some years in the future.  CGMI staff act as a catalyst, helping voluntary groups to take their project the extra step.

· Definitely – needs to grow.
5.Do you think the CGMI Conservation Action Team volunteers have:

Comment:

· "An organisation that can interact very well with the people in the community of all ages."

· The pupils at our school got a lot out of the project. It encouraged team work and an interest in their local area. It also led to other projects – restoration of Cowpark Pond and planting a mini wood in our playground. It also helped the school to forge a great partnership with Enid Trevett.

· CGMI works very well, pulling community groups together with excellent networking events and programmes.

· .the OLP would like to work with CGMI Green Map initiative in the forth coming months to further expose to the public the OLP projects, gaining their valuable input. The OLP sees the green map and CGMI's help as integral to this.

· My experience of the group is that they work well together and actively encourage local people to become involved in local activities.  The work carried out in the CGMI programme would not otherwise be completed and communities would be the poorer for its absence, both from an aesthetic viewpoint and from a practical, useable viewpoint.
