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Building Paths for Community Capacity

FVL LEADER Scheme

Objective of Scheme

· To give community groups practical experience of developing, managing and running a small-scale LEADER capital/works projects

· To train community volunteers in project management skills

· To improve the paths network in the FVL area

Applicant groups must be based in the Forth Valley & Lomond LEADER area (see www.fvl.org.uk for detail of area)

Criteria for Applicant Organisations

Community groups who have never developed a footpath/access project before

Or 

Community groups with “new blood” where the volunteers now involved have not previously developed access projects

Or

Community groups who have never successfully applied for a LEADER grant before

Criteria for Successful Proposals

Applications should demonstrate how projects will increase capacity within applicant organisation (skills, experience, confidence, aspirations, etc)

Or

Applications should demonstrate how proposed path is important for area and how it will link up existing routes or places (eg a path that will link strategic locations, link strategic routes, increase more visitors to a community, or open up an existing path to new users)

Or 

Applications should demonstrate how project will be a “stepping stone” to a future SRDP Rural Priorities access project.

Innovation

Applicants will be encouraged to draw out the innovative elements of their projects

Eligible Costs

Hire of equipment

Materials

Labour costs

Trainer costs

Training costs

Interpretation costs

Promotion materials

Professional costs

Grant Awards

Maximum 50% of eligible costs, up to £10,000 

Applicants will need to have match funding in place before project can start.
